EVALUATION
Your Applied Physics grade is based on:

Attendance = 10% *
Promptness = 10% Tardy make-ups are by appointment only within 1 week. **
Participation = 20% Materials checks plus an evaluation of effort and work production.
Class/Homework = 30%
Quizzes/Tests = 30%

* Each absence affects your grade. You may “make-up” up to 4 missed class hours/semester without penalty, after
which each absence will affect your attendance grade proportional to the number of class hours/semester.

** Tardy, truant, or disruptive students will be given detention. Each tardy is counted against the “promptness” grade.
Detentions will be served by appointment only. Unserved detentions will result in twice the number of promptness
points docked from the “promptness” grade. Every 3 tardies results in additional lost points (5% of the total points).

*** Appointments for extra help during lunch or after school are by prior-arrangement.
